Hercules will fly
to new heights

hen Maj. Ed Morris, 517th

Airlift Squadron, steps

back into the cockpit of

C-130H (74-1660), he and

his crew are hoping for a
little different experience than they had on the
same planc 10 months ago—namely, they are
hoping to get off the runway.

Sounds like a pretty reasonable request, but that
wasn't at all the case back on Jan. 25 when Morris
and his crew began rolling down the runway for a
routine touch-and-go landing during a night-flying
mission. The plane never left the tarmac for the
“go” portion. After striking a snow berm at take-
off speed about halfway down the runway, it was
all the crew could do to stop the aircraft from
blowing right off the end and into a world of hurt.
As it was, the impact from hitting the snow berm
at about 130 miles per hour had slammed the nose
landing gear up through the bottom of the C-130.
The damage it inflicted left the crew nearly
helpless—Morris could neither pull back the
throttles to slow the aircraft down or use the
brakes. All the hydraulics for the brakes had been
ruined.

“One of the things they’ll tell you is that this
business is “hours of boredom interrupted by
moments of terror,”” said Morris. “In this case, I
don’t think terror applies, but it'll definitely get
your heart rate going.”

After he realized both the throttles and the
brakes were useless, Morris reached up and used
an alternate means of just shutting down the
engines. Still, there was no telling whether or not
the sheer inertia of a plane that size going that
speed would stop in time.

“If we hadn’t been able to keep it on the
runway, any number of far, far worse things

could've happened,” said Morris. “Instead of all of
us walking away uninjured and the aircraft repair-
able, we might've dipped one of the wings and
then there would've been no telling in either case,”

As the aircraft hurtled toward the end of the
runway, Morris managed to straighten it out as it
slid left. Shortly thereafier, the C-130 rolled to a
stop—with less than 400 feet of runway left to
play with. Maybe the most interesting 15 seconds
of any of the crewmembers’ lives was over, and the
aircrafi eamed a new name—the “Snow Berm Express”,

“Aviation isn't inherently dangerous,” said
Morris. “But it's also not forgiving. We were
fortunate to walk away with no one hurt and the
aircraft in repairable condition.”

As the shaken crewmembers exited the aircrafi,
emergency vehicles quickly arrived on scene. Tt
was time to turn the aircraft over to the experts—
the maintenance teams that would amazingly have
the plane ready to fly again in just 10 months,

“As | was standing there looking at the plane,
Staff Sgt. Dan Spears (the plane’s crew chief)
handed me a Gatorade and said, *looks like you
could use this,”” said Morris. “I handed him a
busted plane, he gave me a Gatorade.”

Once the drinks were dispersed, it was lime to
get busy—and the maintainers had their hands full.
Most of the lower portion of the nose had to be
replaced, along with all the damaged wiring. In
addition to that, all the parts of the C-130 affected
by the long dragging run had to be tested and
replaced where necessary. The entire plane had to
be given a 100 percent check from top to bottom.
This process went well beyond fixing the extensive

maintainers brought the aircraft back to life.

damage to the nose. Every part on the plane had to
be checked to make sure it was still functional,
regardless of whether or not it appeared to be
undamaged. And that was all after figuring out the
best way to get an aircraft that size off the runway
with the nose sitting on the ground. That was about
a 17-hour process, during which the plane had to
be defueled, the nose lifted with a crane and
secured onto a trailer, and then the plane slowly
but surely pulled to the hangar.

“The whole process has been intense,” said
Tech Sgt. Ron Jones, 517 AS dedicated crew chief.
“We put in many, many long days to get this plane
back and ready to fly.”

After initially stripping the aircraft down so a
team of experts from various specialties could
check their arcas for damage, the process of
putting “Humpty Dumpty” back together again
began. Only this time, all the King's horses and all
the King’s men weren't required—just a whole lot
of hours and a whole lot of hard work from the
517 AS maintainers.

“We had a couple of teams come in to help us
figure out what we'd need to replace initially, and
from there on, it was just a matter of ordering the
parts, waiting for them to come in and putting
them on,” said Jones, “It probably took longer to
take it apart then it did to put it back together”

The ordering process was no simple task. In
addition to the shecr numbers of parts needed,
many of them aren’t casily acquired anymore. The
517 AS supply and budgeting personnel were
constantly searching for the needed parts.

“I think it's safe to say the budget guy upstairs
won'’t be sad not to see us so much anymore,” said
Jones. “We gave him more business than he
wanted over the last few months.”

Though there are undoubtedly older aircrafi
around, it's arguable as to whether or not there are
any more rugged than the C-130 Hercules. And so,
after 15 harrowing seconds followed by 10 months
of exhausting testing, balancing and repairs, the
Snow Berm Express is ready to fly again, and
Morris is ready to fly it.

“I'm looking forward to getting it back in the
air,” said Morris. “As always, the maintenance
folks have done a great job. Not many planes could
take what this one did that might, but the C-130is a
different kind of animal. Kind of like the sport-
utility vehicle of the aviation world.”

When Morris and his crew take the Snow Berm
Express through the ringers this week, the aircraft
is expected to operate flawlessly thanks to the 517
AS maintainers. As a whole, the squadron will take
the expression getting back on the horse, or in this
case, the Herc, to new levels—about 30,000 feet.
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Officers get more
assignment choices

Officers and their commanders will have
more choices when seeking a new assignment
through the Officer Assignment System when
an enhanced preference worksheet comes
online Wednesday.

Forms completed prior to Wednesday will
become “read only” files and all officers are
encouraged to complete a new form.

Changes to the system include:

B Current commanders play an increased
role in the new assignment.

B The elimination of specific, 30-day “job
ads” on the Job Advertisment System bulletin
board. The board will be converted to a
personnel requirements display listing assign-
ment requirements Air Force-wide and high-
lighting jobs currently being filled.

B Officers will no longer “volunteer” for a
specific job. Instead, they will communicate
their professional and personal desires using a
preference worksheet routed through their
commander to assignment officers at the Air
Force Personnel Center.

The enhanced preference worksheet allows
officers to select five duty preferences while
also indicating up to 10 preferred locations—
six of which can be overseas.

The new system also allows officers to list
up to three career broadening preferences.

Other enhancements include separate boxes
to indicate a join spouse assignment, an
overseas assignment or an overseas long tour.

A program that formerly complemented typical
nonprior service recruiting now allows the Air
Force to immediately fill noncommissioned officer
shortages in certain specialties by welcoming back
individuals with previous military experience.

“The Air Force recognizes there is a pool of
highly skilled veterans who've served proudly and
now miss the opportunities of military service,”
said Col. Duane W. Deal, Air Force Recruiting
Service commander.

“They may have spent four or more years with
one of our sister services and decided to leave for
the civilian work force,” Deal said. “Now they
miss the teamwork, discipline, and opportunities of
the military and want to serve again. Instead of
donning Army Green or Marine khakis, they want
to build on those skills with a career in the Air
Force. This program allows them to do that.,”

Air Force recruiters now welcome prior-service
people with open arms. In previous years recruiters
were given credit for enlisting people with no
previous military experience.

In the past, military prior servicemembers did
not count against their annual goal—although
nearly 900 veterans returned during fiscal 2000.

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DOD winning drug
war, statistics show

WASHINGTON (AFPN)}—The
incidence of service members using
illegal drugs is at a 20-year low,
evidence that the Department of
Defense is winning the war against
drug abuse in its ranks—a conflict
that began during the Vietnam War.

Ana Maria Salazar, deputy
assistant secretary of defense for drug
enforcement policy and support, said
drug use by DOD personnel is down
90 percent compared to two decades
ago. Just 2.6 percent of all service
members reported drug use within
the 30 days preceding their response
to a 1998 survey, she said. More than
27 percent of respondents in a 1980
survey said they used illegal drugs in
the preceding 30 days, she noted.

“Overall, the use of illegal drugs
by service members is down. Drug
usc has decreased every year since
we started monitoring it in 1980,"
Salazar said.

She pointed to the effectiveness of
DOD’s “zero tolerance” policy
toward drug use, pre-employment
and random drug testing, and sub-
stance abuse education programs.
Salazar also cited DOD’s participa-
tion in such drug awareness informa-
tion campaigns as national Red
Ribbon Week—Oct. 23-31 this year.

“Drug use is incompatible with
military service, she said. “Not
tolerating drug use is the cornerstone

of our deterrence program. “Our
system identifies users and ensures
that they are punished. This approach
deters drug use by other service
members and promotes readiness,”

Salazar said drug use “has always
been a national security concern” that
affects both the Defense Department
and civilian society. According to the
Office of National Drug Control
Policy, illegal drugs cost the national
economy $110 billion in expenses
and lost revenue in 1995, she said.

“Drug use by service members
threatens their readiness to defend
our nation,” she said. “Drug use by
society in general damages our
ability as a nation to have a strong
cconomy with citizens who are
focused on healthy lifestyles. This, in
itself, threatens security.”

Almost a third of service mem-
bers weren't living drug-free
lifestyles 20 years ago.

Salazar credits DOD’s drug
urinalysis program as being “one of
our most effective programs™ in the
war against drugs in the ranks.

“When any drug users are identi-
fied, appropriate punitive action is
taken, depending on the program, and
can range from mandatory rehabilita-
tion to courts-martial,” she said. “The
numbers speak for themselves in
measuring the effectiveness of this
