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JUDGES FEEDBACK
Judge #1 Comments:
Generally a good publication.  The photo of the C-141 on the front page of the August issue is good.  Stories seem warm and inviting and pretty well written.  The headline face looks a little dark for the size publication, though.  I loved that AFRC winning entry "Why I serve."  It's a keeper.  I'd watch the facts in the Bryce Lilly story, though.  Jonathan Wainwright was the general who surrendered those troops in the Philippines in World War II.
Judge #2 Comments:
The Associate Press is a pretty well-written publication. It contains a nice variety of stories and photos, and it is compact, yet well designed. The photo on the front page of the August issue would have had more of an impact had it been larger. Your stories have "grabber" leads and the bodies are freshly written and contain strong quotes. Some things noted: Use "heads" for the verb in the baroque cutline. You need a verb in the change of command head. The use of websites for the anthrax story is an excellent addition.


Judge #3 Comments:
An eye-catching picture on one cover (unfortunately surrounded in a pink screen) and a well written feature on a Bataan hero put both issues on a good footing. Inside the writing was not always so inviting or the pictures attractive. Pictures with the Bataan marcher inside were great historic ones, but played far too small.  There was useful news and plenty of briefs to increase reader interest in the content.
