In the April issue, the awards photo on P.1 doesn't "place" any of the people.  It's tough to figure out who's doing what.  And a quote from a young airman would've balanced out the quotes by the brass.  The June issue had a great story and photos on P.1 about the rescue.  But why did you change the "jump" line from "Rescue" to "Crash" on the second jump?  And, the photo of the NCO expressing his opinion of the Ky. Air Guard was dark and tiny.
Judge #2 Comments:
Decent publication. The writing is strong, including leads, body, use of quotes and proper attribution. The photo are better than average, although the shot on the front page (April) would have been much better from another angle. The main flaw I saw in the design was the use of two different jump heads for the same story -- "rescue" from Page 1 to Page 3 and "crash" on Page 3.


Judge #3 Comments:

The Courier shows good news judgment on its two cover stories, including the well-written Greer story with accompanying pictures of the action--first rate all.  The inside picture feature also is a plus, although selecting fewer pictures and laying it out so that there is a dominant picture would make it more inviting.  The ice breakers story also had a good picture that could have been played bigger. The newsletter includes a lot of names despite a tight news hole.
