Judge #1 Comments:
For a magazine that's published on uncoated stock, the reproduction values are impressive.  So are the photos and so is the writing. There is a good mix of servicewide and local items in this magazine.  The internal information goals are high.  Stories appear to be well thought out and planned.  Care is evident in the writing and editing.  The style and tone welcome readers without any kind of "preachiness."  Layout is usually pleasing, however in the January issue on P. 7, the headline is to the right of the story making it a little confusing as to where to begin reading.  Keep up the good work.

Judge #2 Comments:

The Viking Flyer is a very good people-oriented publication. In order to "sell" the product, you must provide readers with a reason to look at it, and what better way than to recognize a lot of people. The boldface of the names also is a nice touch. I particularly like the Family Readiness Update insert in the May edition. In January, the cover photo is not bad, but a rather standard airplane shot. In May, the cover was acceptable; however, I would have liked to have known Ranum's title and what he was doing. Although you don't offer a Commander's Action Line, you do give him a commentary page -- almost as effective. Many of the heads could use a verb. Overall: a good example of how you can have an effective magazine format with the use of color and slick paper.
Judge #3 Comments:
This magazine seems to have no focus pieces, no lead story but primarily is a collection of briefs or slightly longer stories.  It is hard for a reader to find this compelling.
