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JUDGES FEEDBACK
Judge #1 Comments:
Nice photographic quality in both issues.  The May issue seems to be a roundup of all the command's bases and activities, combined with interviews of the new commander and deputy commander.  I'd ask why you didn't publish budgets on your bands or the Air Force Museum, though, since budgets were published for every other base.  The light, yellowish type used over the blue sky makes your table of contents difficult to read in this issue.  The October issue seems devoted strictly to environment.  I wonder how this magazine fulfills all the prerequisites of the internal information program, because I saw precious little that applies to most of the target audience -- the airmen and their families that make up AFMC.  There are no articles on how AFMC members can be promoted or how they can better utilize the Air Force for their individual goals.  Nor are there articles on how families fit into the overall AFMC scheme.  Declining to mention those segments of the audience gives the impression you are ignoring them.  There's not much in this magazine for the typical AFMC airman or spouse. In the October issue, the P. 4 article "History is not just words on a page" went one full page before the first quote from a person.  Do you really think readers will stick with the story that long?  There are precious few pictures of living PEOPLE in this magazine.  The P.7 story on flooded lake beds had the black, graduated headline obscuring the first four lines of type in each column.
Judge #2 Comments:
There was quite a bit of difference between issues of the Leading Edge. The October issue was much superior, especially in the content. More than half the publication was devoted to the environment, and was handled well. Photography in both issues was better than average. However, the excellent pics needed cutlines; tell readers what they are seeing. The back cover (May) also needs a cutline, and cutlines are needed on Pages 12 and 13 (October). Strong writing throughout. Even the stats handled in the May pub were presented concisely. Although not bad, the layout and design could use some minor adjustments. In the May edition, two pages are a bit much for a table of contents, even with the artwork. There are no bylines and, basically, each page 10-29 looks the same. You could use some diversity. In October, I'm not sure what the front and back covers are portraying, and it is never clarified. For the front cover, you could have referred to the story on Page 4. You need credit lines on Pages 9-13 and 16 and 17.

Judge #3 Comments:
Leading Edge takes an unusual but effective approach with themes.  Its environmental issue offered a variety of approaches in its writing and good use of art.  Its almanac issue offered easy access to information in compartmentalized packages, also attended with good use of art.  Its covers showed appropriate imagination, with a sharply cropped, dramatic picture of new commanders and a photo illustration for the environment issue.  The magazine includes other information as well toward the back--human interest, or helpful articles.  Its editor understands the big asset at hand--color photography on good stock--and makes use of it with imagination.
