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JUDGES FEEDBACK
Judge #1 Comments:
Generally this is a pretty good publication.  I liked the "haircut" story of the 12th AF commander and the chief getting haircuts for the command reaching its DUI goal.  But the graph underneath the story indicates the DUIs are rising.  The April issue has a great command story by the 12th AF commander talking about getting back to the root of the command.  It's good and outlines what he wants the command to do.  The bagpipe story in the same issue jumps to a shaded box on the next page simply to avoid bumping heads.  That's not good.
Judge #2 Comments:
Eyes of the Eagle, although not as attractive at it could be, is an effective communication tool. The commander is involved and a lot of people are recognized for a variety of things. You need to work on your covers shots. Both were either poor contrast or fuzzy. Ever thought about shots with more action and/or strong facial expressions? Some things noted: (April) In the head on Page 10, you don't need to use "says." The colon indicates "says." Most of your stories could use quotes or more quotes. In the May issue: The photo with Clinton, no need to use (left) when identifying Robinson -- it is obvious contrast. Page 14: need a transition between paragraphs 1 and 2. Your leads are a bit dry.
Judge #3 Comments:
The Eyes of the Eagle gets a lot of names in a tight newshole, which is commendable.  But its content is almost entirely official events like change of command and training tests, the only one human-interest story in the two issues, this one on bagpipes.  Picture quality and editing are poor.  The best picture in the two issues, an animated shot of the commander shaving a top sarge, was the size of a postage stamp.  Writing was consistent with story selection, and little imagination shown to make the copy inviting.  The roundup of unit news is a good device to get names of items of interest to specific units. Past the cover, the magazine appears gray inside.
