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JUDGES FEEDBACK
Judge #1 Comments: I like the number of pages you have available for information with this format.  I noticed grammar errors in some of the writing -- mostly agreement problems with the subject and its objective pronoun (using it's, or they).  Another error occurred in the "Airman Gets hot under the collar" story.  "The firefighters work two shifts with about 30 members per shift AND IS BROKEN UP INTO TWO DIFFERENT SECTIONS."  That's a dangling modifier.  It appears you've used a condensed typeface for the headlines.  That makes it harder for readers to distinguish letters.  Many of the photos aren't real clear, or are postage-stamp size.  Try to use fewer photos, but make them more dramatic.
Judge #2 Comments: The Marauder covers the Mildenhall area pretty well. The stories are diversified, the photos are decent and the headlines are acceptable. There are some areas that could be improved. The design shows very little imagination/creativity. I realize ads somewhat curtail some creativity, there are a variety of techniques that can be used -- grafts, charts, line art, featurish heads, etc. Nearly all the photos could use Ids. The Air Fete parking map is confusing -- especially to someone who is not all that familiar with the base. In the Rodeo pic, Why is Capt. Price in LtCol. Stephens plane? In the firefighter head, willpower should be one word. The Supervisor of the Quarter -- or any other similar type story -- could use more bio material. Overall: not a bad pub; it could, however, be jazzed up a bit more to make it a superior pub.

Judge #3 Comments: Cover pictures are good, well cropped and attractive. Be careful of laying too much type, or type too big, over it.  Inside pictures drop off sharply, with some being played the size of postage stamps.  Commander's column did not appear in one of two issues.  Virtually no graphics even though plenty of opportunities for maps. Page labeling helps the readers somewhat.
