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JUDGES FEEDBACK
Judge #1 Comments:

The photos were colorful and pleasant, but the story really detracted from this essay.  You didn't say WHEN or WHERE this exercise took place.  Also too many holes in the story.  Was it more than one day?  Why didn't you talk with some of the pararescuemen of both services, rather than to just the commanders?  One of the photos was a little out of focus.  It was the one with the gaggle of people around the helicopter.  That photo and the one of the Pave Low in the air didn't add much to the story.  I was left empty after reading the story and looking at the photos.  A great lead photo, though.  But you didn't run it large enough to be a dominant photo.

Judge #2 Comments:

This is a nice-to-know, fairly interesting photo-feature. There is some action in the photos, but the cutlines don't support the action as well as they could have. In the dominant photo, I would have liked to have seen maybe a life raft or something else in the water to give me a frame of reference on how high up the two were. Plus, the two of them should have been identified. What are the reasons for "fast roping?" The color is adequate, but could have been better defined. Watch your grammar -- You said Otto "flies," and "impressed." Keep tenses consistent. Not a particular compelling photo feature. Routine training coverage can be enhanced with some imagination for the photos and descriptive writing.

Judge #3 Comments:

Pictures reflect action described in  story.  Too bad the thumbs up picture was not sharp enough to warrant lead picture play because it was the most original.  The life raft picture failed in content, action or interest.  Story had a inviting lead. Caption failed to identify principals on main picture; thumbs up caption was confusing.
