Judge #1 Comments:

The expression on the face of the older gentleman in the dominant photo saved this.  The other photos are the same kinds of tired photos we've seen at countless ceremonies.  This wasn't an effort worthy of a first place in the category.  In fact, no entry was this year.  Use some imagination to capture more emotion in the faces of people.  I don't think we need another "90-foot close-up" of a speaker.  Practice more and your entry might capture first place next year.

Judge #2 Comments:

Excellent dominant photo -- the facial expression and grizzled hands of the veteran really help the layout. However, the supporting pics really do not add anything. The speaker with the plane in the background is useless. The Taps photo could have been better served with another angle. The flags shot really has not value; perhaps an angle with the singer in the foreground and the flags in the background would have been better. Cropping is acceptable, the creativity could have been better -- the angles I mentioned would have solved much of that problem. Overall: excellent dominant photo and pretty-much say-nothing photos on the rest of the page.

Judge #3 Comments:

Nice lead photog of vet, with facial character and action (clapping).  Selection of that picture as the lead showed good judgment.  Other pictures are routine in content and shape.  With more effort and imagination, even risk-taking, photographer should have been able to capture emotion of this event, Pictures with strong emotional content often take a lot of patience (and film).
