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JUDGES FEEDBACK
Judge #1 Comments:

This photo feature contains a good-looking dominant photo of the B2 maneuvering under the refueling boom.  Even the clouds were sharply in focus.  But the supporting photos don't really tell a story, so this wasn't worthy of a first-place award in this category. In fact, no entry was.  We have essentially the same type of shots, and most of them are taken from behind.  Little imagination or creativity.   Technically the focus, contrast and color were good.  Now use some more imagine to get shots that actually tell a story, and next year your entry might take first prize.

Judge #2 Comments:

Excellent dominant photo. Even though refueling shots and angles are pretty routine, capturing a B-2 Stealth makes the photo strong. However, the supporting shots do not do justice to the rest of the layout. There are five people -- three of them are captured from behind, the other two are profiled. A different angle on the truck shot, getting more of the truck in the photo, would have been better. The cockpit shot could have been stronger had the shot been from a little higher -- maybe even using a fish-eye lens. The other two photos are pretty much a waste. Unfortunately, the strong dominant photo wasn't enough the carry the entire layout.

Judge #3 Comments:

Lead picture well composed and sharp, although the refueling picture has been taken many times and so there was a known path.  Other pictures were repetitive in style and content, taken from behind or side.  Photographer could have worked harder on angles and even lens use to get more face, wait for expressions, take chances to get something more compelling in content and composition.
