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JUDGES FEEDBACK
Judge #1 Comments:

A good story told well.  Plenty of quotes and descriptive writing to keep readers engaged.  However, I never found out about the importance of the socks.  You only said that they found some and that was important.  You didn't say what the socks were used for.  Didn't they have shoes on in their waders?  There was also a grammar error in the fifth paragraph when you wrote "The team carefully planned THEIR trip."  Team is singular.  Requires an "it."  You could've said Team members carefully planned their trip."

Judge #2 Comments:

Interesting story. The lead was acceptable, although not particularly a grabber. Your ending was fair. It would have been stronger had you used the term "non-hunters," rather than "us." The team is an "it," not "their." "Began to stalk" is better than "put a stalk on." You weren't really specific in telling us that Spake had actually disappeared. I didn't realize it until you said they wanted to find him. Overall: a good job.

Judge #3 Comments:

AFTER A SLOW START WITH A  FIRST AND SECOND PGH THAT REPEATED THE CONCEPT--FIRST CALLS IT AN ADVENTURE OF A LIFETIME, THE SECOND SAYS THEY ALMOST DIDN'T RETURN AT ALL--THE STORY MOVES OFF TO A NARRATIVE ACCOUNT THAT HAD GOOD PACE. THE RISK IN TELLING STORY NARRATIVELY IS THAT READER HAS NO HINT OF EXCITING SPECIFICS TO COME, LIKE THE LOST BOAT, THE SEPARATION OF THE HUNTERS AND THEIR SETTING A MOUNTAINSIDE ON FIRE. GOOD 3RD PGH QUOTE. IN FACT GOOD QUOTES WELL PLACED AND WELL USED TO MAKE POINTS.  STORY LEFT FOR READER TO ASSUME (A BAD THING) THAT THEY BROUGHT BACK NO BEARS.
