Judge #1 Comments:

Everyone in the world knows this is a staged shot -- yet it comes off.  The sparkle is wonderful, and the good relationship between the two shows itself in their eyes and in the "Indian feathers" the young boy makes behind the adult's head.  Cropping was great.  The head area tells the entire story.  The other people in the background are blurred so they're not distracters.  Nice shot that captures emotion and engages the reader.

Judge #2 Comments:

Super photo. The facial expressions captured the essence of what Special Olympics are all about, and the youngster's hand above his sponsor's head adds humor. Good emotion -- pride in the sponsor's face and a precocious look on the Olympian's face -- helps "sell" the shot. Cropping is tight; no extraneous distractions. It isn't too often a head shot tells as much as this one did. Well done.

Judge #3 Comments:

A "Gee, that's nice" picture, well framed and sharp, and well cropped.  Even though posed, there is spontaneity in the playful sign by the youngster.  Picture reflected patience by the photographer.
