Judge #1 Comments:

A nice effort here.  The emotion comes from her face and hands.  She is really into her song.  Eye contact is there, even though hers are closed.  The long dress and the way she has bent her body add to the leading lines.  Use of flash was great, because the shadows are minimized.  What could've been better was the composition.  She looks like she has extra arms coming out of her head.  Cropping could've been a little tighter to get rid of the extraneous people and instruments.  Doing that would've made this picture more horizontal than square, which would make it more appealing.

Judge #2 Comments:

Although there are some distracting hands and equipment in the background, the singer's concentration and movement help sell this photo. It also offers a brief look at the Air Force and the fact the people in that service do more than just fly or repair aircraft. Good facial expression, and the cropping helped the action. I can't imagine the photo being cropped at the waist. Her right foot is an important part of the action. A routine photo made interesting the angle, focus and timing of the photographer.

Judge #3 Comments:

Considering the night-club like conditions, a little tough to shoot, but photographer catches subject in a way that reflects her emotion and her swaying action.  Photo is a little dark.
