dotMildenhall was, without question, the head-and-shoulders leader in this category.  My first thought when looking at it was, “Cool.”  Graphically pleasing and content rich, dotMildenhall provided its users with ample stories and information.  It utilized a strong navigation model to get users in and out of content and back to where they were going.  Its use of color, typography and other element all worked.  I would be excited to be attached to Mildenhall knowing I had this site as a Web resource.  The main site did not marry with dotMildenhall however the information model created with the dotMildenhall site was superior than that found on the main site. Way cool.  Save a few navigation foibles (making the left-side navigation items consistent with the rest of the dotMildenhall page), this page was superior in load time, look, feel and content. Well done.

JUDGE COMMENT

No caption for some of your photos (Health fair, Barracudas and readiness team articles).  You should have something to say what the photo is as you do in print media.

The file I viewed was March 14.  Under Family Support Center news, you listed classes for February.  Is this just a carry over from previous weeks and nothing was updated?  You need to make sure you keep current your information.  This could turn viewers off.  If there is nothing new, why come back?  Also, you were redundant by using Tuesday, Feb 27.  Same thing applies to education.  You had old information. 

No Alternative Tags on your photos.  This is now mandatory for all internet products according to the Section 508 of the Rehabilitation Act.  This Act requires Federal information technology to be equally accessible to both disabled and non-disabled Federal employees and members of the public. Failure to meet these requirements could result in administrative claims and lawsuits against the Air Force.
