Airmen’s Call

  Jouas shares DWI stats

“I need your help, I need
your peer pressure. I need you
to step up and keep one an-
other from doing what so many
others have done in the past
year – drink and drive” said
Col. Jan-Marc Jouas, 354th
Fighter Wing commander.
The colonel expressed his con-
cerns about this issue during a
special airmen’s call at the

base theater May 16 during the 354th FW safety
day.

 “The number one safety problem in the wing
right now is DWIs,” said Jouas to the wing’s most
junior ranks. Approximately 700 airmen basic
through senior airmen attended the mandatory
briefing.

“Since January of 2002, E-4s and below have
caused 90 percent of all our DWI incidents. I know
a lot of you are tired of hearing this, but we can’t
stop when the DWI clock at the gate changes to
zero every weekend. We’re on borrowed time right
now. If we keep going the way we are, we’re going
to wrap a vehicle around a tree and someone will
die.”

Jouas stressed everyone is at risk when intoxi-
